1. Read the story carefully.  Look at the ID card.  Study his face.  Take note of any details about him, such as where he lived, what he or his family did for a living.

2. Take 10-15 minutes (or as much time as you need) and research what may have happened to people who lived in this area.  Imagine what may have happened to your person.

3. Write the rest of your person’s story.  Where did she go first?  What happened there?  Where did she go next?  What happened to the rest of her family?  Were they able to stay together, or were they separated?  Did she survive, or was she a victim of the horrors of the Holocaust?
